Dark men for somgcake reason carry bits
of coal into neighbours’ houses, and people whe mavidea what the words
mean, sing ‘Auld Lang Syne'. So what is it thatythe celebrating?

Surely not 2011 and its miserable economic newsession and
unemployment? Surely not, either, the remorselessltof time. | suspect in
fact most of them have simply turned up for thetypaor perhaps it's not
2011 at all that they have in mind, but the newy2812 - hope triumphing
over experience.

Of course the gloom of 2011 was lightened by peakhighs - the birth of a
child or grand-child, perhaps, a marriage, a néswné. But reason (and in my
case long experience) tells me that 2012 will bey veuch like 2011, but,

Last year a curious thing happened in the ChurclEmgland. Even
though local church attendance was down, the nurabg@eople (both
adults and children) attending Cathedral servidesth( Sunday and
midweek) increased. Why?

Various bits of research give some interesting <lu@ one study,
attenders at two different Cathedrals said theiinmeason for attending
(88%) was the “spiritual atmosphere” and the “feglof peace”. Their
second reason (86%) was “the choir” and “the musitie location and
the worship made a “contemplative atmosphere” (84%hjch was

“friendly” (80%).

In another study, 77% of those who never normattgnaled church

occasionally attended 84% said this, while for tegworshippers it was
95%. All three groups put ‘a sense of peace’ ag gecond reason for
attending.

This suggests questions like: Are our local chg®lvices sometimes tog
busy, too noisy? Are our services too geared terenhment, too non-
stop? Should we pause and have an occasional tigierce?
