Our financial supportees
from our weekly offering by way of the Church
budget and through our individual support of the
Birthday Scheme. From time to time appeals are
made in respect of disasters that strike. Often a
disaster impacts on the lives of those who areadjre
struggling. So in addition to supporting our Migsio
workers and partner agencies we are showing the
Love of Christ by way of disaster relief.

During 2008 BMS World Mission were
able to send over £300,000 in relief grants to tietse whose lives, homes
and livelihoods had been devastated. Here are sbrie ways this money
was used.

£12,000 to Afghanistan to provide wheat seed tmifag co-operatives in the
north west of the country to help restock fielderfamine.

£50,000 to Burma to help with immediate needs tigulfrom the
devastating effects of Cyclone Nargis in May.

£15,000 to China to provide tents, blankets, medgj food and water for
the homeless following an earthquake in Sichuaripee in May.

£23,400 to Zimbabwe for a feeding programme for0@,@eople facing
starvation.

£40,000 to India to help Christians in Orissa whosenes, shops and
churches had been attacked by Hindu extremists.

£5,700 to Haiti to help some of the poorest farsilieho, as a result of a
series of hurricanes and subsequent flooding, caolddafford annual school
fees for their children.

Is your faith a bit shaky? Here’s how to grow it..

From time to time we may come across people whdsan ‘| wish | had
your faith’. We may know deep down, however, that own faith is rather
shaky, not to say downright weak. So the challesgeow can we build up
our own faith to be a solid basis for how we livg bves?

We can grow as Christian disciples in a number @fsw prayer, attending
church, and especially fellowship with other bediess But what about
reading the Bible? Bible reading can become onthase things we know
is good for us, but we can't quite get round to. W&y feel we don’t have
enough time; we don’t know where to begin; and wivendo actually pick
up a Bible, we can’'t make head or tail of it!

If we think of it another way, though, Bible reaglits not a chore like
weeding the garden, but essential for spiritualthesnd well-being, rather
like a well-balanced meal. If we're really busy,nitay seem too much
bother to stop for a decent meal. Or we may be tetn@ grab something
on the run, which ends up giving us indigestiorkeLreading the Bible,
eating well is an essential part of keeping heaithgt we neglect it at our
peril.

What practical steps can we take to do somethimogitatinis? First of all,

we should admit to ourselves that reading the Bildg well be more than
simply a matter of opening the book and readin§aime parts of Scripture
are very accessible to most people while otherdaareemoved from our
world and our personal experience.

Secondly, we can make use of the wide range ofeB#hding aids avail-
able. Study Bibles, commentaries, daily notes ahdraesources all teach
us about the Bible and help us apply it to ourdivis we continue to read
the Bible, whether alone or in the company of athep the Spirit works
within us to instruct our hearts, inform our miratsd strengthen our faith.
And as we become more and more familiar with Ged'sten Word, al-
most imperceptibly we find the presence of thenlivMord transforming
our walk of discipleship.
